
GOA-ON and OARS Summary of the 5th Symposium for the
Ocean in a High CO2 World

GOA-ON and OARS were well represented at the 5th Symposium for the Ocean in a High CO2
World, held from 13.-16. September 2022 in Lima, Peru. In addition to attending the
Symposium, GOA-ON members participated in the GOA-ON Regional Hubs workshop, the
OARS Co-Champion workshop and the Annual GOA-ON Executive Council Meeting.

GOA-ON Regional Hubs Workshop
10. - 11. September 2022

The GOA-ON Regional Hubs Coordination Workshop, sponsored by the IAEA OA-ICC, brought
together representatives from all 9 GOA-ON hubs for the first time. The regional Hubs, founded
by researchers in the region, foster communities of practice for the efficient collection of
comparable and geographically distributed data to assess ocean acidification and its effects and
to support adaptation tools like model forecasts. Each Hub is supported by a member of the

GOA-ON Secretariat. There are currently regional Hubs in the Arctic, the Mediterranean, North
America, the North East Atlantic, Africa, South Asia, the Pacific Islands and Territories, the
Western Pacific and the Latin American and Caribbean region. The Regional Hubs came
together to exchange updates, discuss activities and challenges, trainings and capacity building,
plans for the future and integration with the UN Ocean Decade program OARS - Ocean
Acidification Research for Sustainability.

17. - 18. September 2022

The GOA-ON Executive Council held its 7th annual in-person meeting following the Ocean in a
High CO2 World Symposium. The Executive Council reviewed ongoing GOA-ON activities,
discussed collaborations between the Regional Hubs, integration with the UN Ocean decade
Programme OARS, planned strategic partnerships and events and outlined actions for the
coming year.
